
ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION AND BIODIVERSITY CONSERVATION ACT 1999 

The Commonwealth Government has amended the laws governing exchange of museum and herbarium 
specimens, export of native wildlife, the import of endangered species and import of live animals and plants. 
These new provisions will come into effect on 11 January 2002 and have been incorporated into the 
Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999.
